Technological and organisational developments decreased the costs of international production sharing, barriers for international trade were reduced and former less industrialised countries in East and Southeast Asia and Eastern Europe have taken up an increasing important role in international trade. As a result, global competition among companies and the pressure on low cost production intensified. Moreover, competition among nations to attract multinational enterprises increases. 

The integration of countries in international trade has shown to be beneficial to countries, but however, in a significant part of the press and public opinion mistrust and fear prevails, given the increased scope and speed of economic globalisation.

High unemployment is then explained by the process of shifting production capacity to low-labour-cost countries or by the extrusion of local industries through multinational enterprises. A common belief is that – in order to enhance attractiveness as a production site for multinational enterprises and to ensure low unemployment rates – the only solution is to decrease salaries and corporate taxes as well as environmental and labour standards.

At the Annual Conference 2005 we will discuss the challenges and opportunities in the process of global production sharing. After a plenary discussions with high level speakers representing academic, political, social and business perspectives we will split up in workshops under the following dimensions.
